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Ladies Sport Participation Program

How many of you remember what it was like to learn to ride your first motorcycle? The program is designed specifically for Ladies whom have little or no experience with motorcycles, and limited knowledge of the theory behind how to safely control the often intimidating machines. 

Details:

· Eight groups of ten ladies will be able to register for a 1 hour hands on introduction in how to ride a motorcycle. Basic skills such as working the clutch, starting and moving the machine, braking and cornering skills will be taught by certified trainers. 

· Machines (supplied by Blackfoot MotoSports-Calgary) will be provided for the training seminars.  The AMRA will be using a combination of TTR 125’s, Honda CRF 100’s, Suzuki DRZ 125’s and Kawasaki KLX 125’s.  These smaller and less intimidating machines will inspire confidence in our participants.

· Leathers, Helmets, Gloves and elbow protectors will be provided for participants if required. Supplies are limited, donations will be gladly accepted.
· Participants must provide their own boots which must cover the ankle; a hiking boot is satisfactory for the training program.
· Theory sessions will be provided by Too Cool Motorcycle School in Calgary and NAIT Motorcycle Riding Training Programs in Edmonton. Time and date of the classroom theory sessions to be announced.

· After the hands on training sessions Ladies will be escorted through the Motorcycle Shows to specific vendors where they will introduced to products designed specifically for them. Vendors will be given the opportunity to present tokens to the ladies supporting their entry into the wonderful world of motorcycles.
