Limited to a 39.9cc 2-stroke - 2 port, rear case-reed induction, Dell'orto SHA 14/12mm carburetor, no modifications to the reed cage. No modifications allowed to the exhaust, engine or clutch (except springs). Wheels and tires can be upgraded to 6.5-inch size. Chinese pocketbikes will be allowed as stock carburetor no more than 14mm in size.
	50 GP Light & Heavy
Light: Less than 130 lbs

Heavy: 131 lbs +

Air-cooled 50cc 2-stroke (limited to a maximum of 70cc); liquid-cooled 50cc 2-stroke engines restricted to original engine specifications; or single-cylinder 4-strokes up to 110cc.

	Semi-Pro Junior

7-15

Limited to a 2-stroke Series II Polini or Blata Elite Air Cooled 40cc 3-port. All bikes must run a Dell'orto SHA 14/14 mm carburetor. Any production exhaust allowed. No porting, polishing, matching, balancing etc. are allowed in this class.
	NSR CUP
Limited to 2004 Honda NSR50R Models. Engine restricted to stock specifications and components. Absolutely no aftermarket parts, bodywork, with the exception of: Sprockets, air filters, foot pegs, brakelines and shifter levers. All bikes must use the stock Dunlop TT91 Tires.

	Amateur Senior 
No Youth Allowed

Limited to a 2-stroke 40cc Air or Water Cooled 3-port or 5-port. All bikes must run a Dell'orto SHA 14/14 mm carburetor. All motors are allowed any production exhaust.
	Thunder GP

Limited to naturally aspirated 4-stroke engines (up to a 3-valve head) to a maximum of 125cc and a transmission of four gears or less. Carburetor selection is open, as is any flywheel/CDI. No bottom end modification. Aftermarket exhaust is allowed, but it must have a silencer and be below 92db. Tires must be 12 inches or less in diameter and be suitable for pavement, absolutely no knobbed tires.

Limited to a 2-stroke 40cc Air or Water Cooled 3-port or 5-port. Any 14mm carburetor. All motors are allowed any production exhaust.

Youth Allowed

Motors may be air- or water-cooled 2-stroke, up to 50cc. Bikes can have unlimited modifications to all parts of bike, but they must be naturally aspirated. Any clutch, flywheel, carburetor (limited to 21m), exhaust, reeds, and airbox may be used. 
Youth are required to run: Under 15 years of age
Limited to a 2-stroke 40cc Air or Water Cooled 3-port or 5-port. All bikes must run a Dell'orto SHA 14/14 mm carburetor. All motors are allowed any production exhaust. Motor modifications open as long as it does not exceed 40cc’s.


	80 GP

Engines restricted to a maximum of 93cc for 2-strokes or 200cc for 4-strokes. Allowed modifications include: Non-OEM piston, porting, blueprinting, balancing, aftermarket heads, crank or rods, carburetor, exhaust with effective silencer, airbox, ignition, swingarm, brake assembly, wheels, forks and gearing. Tire choice is unrestricted.
